The SSSG committee are not planning to meet in June, July or August so there will be no minutes to circulate to you all. This newsletter is to update everyone on the events planned for the summer, with details of when and where to meet for the various outings we have planned. The bus with disabled access has been booked for some of the trips, so that anyone who needs a wheelchair can access the bus and sit in their wheelchair if they find that more comfortable.

Please note that some of the dates have been changed from those circulated in the last letter.

Saturday 17th June – Bus trip to Whalsay, with lunch booked at the “Oot Ower Lounge” and a visit to the Shoard charity shop in the afternoon. We will meet up with the disabled bus at 11.00 at the Hayfield House car park in Hayfield Lane, Lerwick (Hayfield Lane is directly off the South Lochside Road opposite the Clickimin Centre). We can then be at Laxo in time for the 12.00 crossing to Whalsay. Anyone who would prefer to take their own car, or who would like to meet up with us to join the bus at the Laxo ferry terminal should be there for 11.45.  We should be back in Lerwick before tea, depending on which ferry we get back.

Thursday 13th July – We will be meeting up at the Rankin Lounge of the Aith Public Hall for a barbeque at 7pm, which is being organised by committee member Helen Wilson from Aith (vegetarians also catered for!). We hope to have live music during the evening provided by some of the Aith school pupils. If the weather is good we can be outside at the hall where there is a paved area with picnic tables etc, or if it’s not good we can be inside. There are also bar facilities available in the Rankin Lounge.

Saturday 12th August – Bus trip to the Quendale Mill with lunch booked at the Spiggie Hotel for 1pm. We will meet up with the disabled bus at the Hayfield car park, Hayfield Lane at 11.00 for the run to the South Mainland. We can then visit the Mainland’s shop, with the possibility of a coffee stop nearby on the way home, again returning to town before teatime.

Saturday 9th September – Bus trip to Eshaness, we will meet up with the disabled bus at the Hayfield car park, Hayfield Lane at 11.00 for the run up to Eshaness, where we will visit the Tangwick Haa Museum before driving to the Braewick café where lunch is booked for 1pm. On the way back we can visit the Hillswick shop, Seal Sanctuary and the Booth café housed in one of Shetland’s oldest buildings.

It would be helpful if you could let me know if you would like to take part in any of these trips, so that we have an idea of what size of bus we need for the trips, and how many to book lunches for etc. The basic bookings are made, but it would be useful to have definite numbers.
